Stacyann Chin was born into a life of poverty in Jamaica to a mother who did not want to take any
responsibly for her and to a father who denied her very existence. Her and her older half-brother
were raised partly by an elderly but loving grandmother. Her mother made a brief but disappointing
appearance back into their lives but left them again.
