Whether you know nothing about Winston Churchill or consider yourself a Churchill expert, this book
is a worthwhile read. "Churchill-The Prophetic Statesman" reveals a unique characteristic of the
famous British Prime Minister. When most people recall the colorful statesman, his sharp wit and
leadership skills usually come to mind. However, as the author, Mr. James Humes, points out,
there’s even more to Mr. Churchill than these well known traits: his uncanny ability to predict the
future. The book chronicles some of his earliest predictions as far back as the turn of the 20th
century to more modern occurrences such as the formation of the European Union. There is an
additional plus derived from the book. Not only is the reader made aware of Churchill’s prophetic
abilities but insight is offered into his character, nature and beliefs. Also, interesting historical

information surrounding his life is provided.
